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CCI’s decade-long probe exposes gaping
holes in Delhi’s private healthcare

NEW DELHI : (AGENCY)

A patient entering a private
super-speciality hospital
may still have the freedom
to choose where to seek
treatment. But once admit-
ted, that choice ‘almost
always’ disappears.

In a sweeping order
passed after a nearly
decade-long investigation
into Delhi’s top private hos-
pitals, the Competition
Commission of India (CCI)
has acknowledged that
admitted patients effectively
get ‘locked in’ to hospital
run pharmacies, diagnos-
tics and consumables sys-
tems because of hospital
protocols, convenience and
perceived medical risks.

The findings emerged
in a case relating to Sir
Ganga Ram Hospital, one
among 12 private super-
speciality hospitals investi-
gated by the competition
watchdog over allegations
of charging excessive prices
for medicines, diagnostic
tests, implants and consum-
ables sold to in-patients. The
case itself originated from

Super Specialty Hospital,
where the complainant had
alleged that disposable
syringes sold through the
hospital’s in-house pharma-
cy carried higher MRPs
than identical products
available in the open mar-
ket.

The Supreme Court on
Friday granted interim bail
of six months to two Delhi

Unlike
most hospitals investigated,
St Stephen’s was found to
allow patients to procure
medicines, consumables
and diagnostic services
from outside the hospital
ecosystem. The commission
cited this distinction while
examining whether private
hospitals effectively operate
as “self-contained” markets
for in-patients. At the heart
of the order lies a contradic-
tion that could shape the

future debate on private
healthcare regulation in
India. While the CCI recog-
nised that admitted patients
are nudged toward using in-
house pharmacies and labo-
ratories and  “almost
always” end up depending
on them, it stopped short of
conclusively calling the con-
duct anti-competitive
abuse, reasoning that
patients technically retain
the freedom to choose
another hospital before
admission. The order paints
a detailed picture of how
healthcare markets operate
differently from conven-
tional markets.

“Due to ease of conven-
ience as well as the hospi-
tal’s ‘protocol’ and declara-
tion to the patients regard-
ing potential risks associat-
ed, in-patients, almost
always, resort to usage of
the hospital’'s in-house
pharmacy and Ilaborato-
ries,” the commission
observed. The CCI noted
that this creates a ‘locked-in
effect’’  upon admitted
patients, effectively ensur-
ing that hospitals supply

Delhi govt to revive rainwater harvest-

NEW DELHI : (AGENCY)

As part of a water conserva-
tion exercise, the Delhi gov-
ernment will revive rainwa-
ter harvesting systems at its
75 CM Shri Schools, Chief
Minister Rekha Gupta said
on Thursday.
“Government’s objective is
to strengthen rainwater
conservation, improve
groundwater recharge, and
foster greater awareness
about water conservation
among students and the
wider community,” Gupta
said. As part of the exercise,
a comprehensive audit of
rainwater harvesting infra-
structure has already been
conducted in the Delhi gov-
ernment’s 75 CM Shri
Schools, she added.
According to officials, a
detailed presentation on the
project was made before

audit found that while most
schools already had rainwa-
ter harvesting systems in
place, many had remained
non-functional for years or
had not been maintained
properly. Several harvesting
pits were found completely
blocked, while others were
filled with plastic waste, silt,

In some
cases, school authorities
were unaware that such
structures even existed on
their  premises, while
design-related deficiencies
were also identified in sev-
eral structures. The audit
also found that rainwater
was flowing directly into
drains at many locations,
