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Delhi Government allots 
EWS flats after 34 yrs

The Delhi government, on Thursday, conducted a 
draw of allotments for more than 1,000 flats meant for 
low-income families in Savda Ghevra, a locality in north-
west Delhi’s Nangloi, ending a 34-year wait for applicants, 
senior government officials said. These flats—with size 
ranging between 350sqft and 400sqft—have been developed 
by the Delhi Urban Shelter Improvement Board (DUSIB) 
and will cost the potential occupants around ₹12.50 lakh, 
the government said in a press statement adding, “All 
registrants will be given three months time to deposit 
the amount, following which papers of possession will 
be handed over to them.” “Till this date,1,073 persons 
showed willingness to accept allotment in Savda Ghevra. 
Thursday’s allotment will ensure allotment of houses to 
these individuals,” a senior government official said. In 
the year 1985, under a residential flat registration scheme 
launched by the Delhi Development Authority (DDA), 
27,693 people of economically weaker sections (EWS) 
had applied for flats in the national Capital by paying a 
booking amount of ₹3,000. The Savda Ghevra area was 
part of the scheme, government officials said. In the next 
eight years, 5,662 of them were allotted flats in different 
parts of the city and 2,550 withdrew their applications. 
But 19,481 people remained on the waiting list. The wait 
got stretched over decades as the Slum and Jhuggi Jhopdi 
(S&JJ) department of the DDA, in 1993, was moved to 
the jurisdiction of the Municipal Corporation of Delhi. 
This shift in jurisdiction did not work out because the 
municipal corporation did not have the experience as a 
housing developer, government officials said, adding that 
the slum wing was later transferred to the DUSIB, which 
was set up in 2010.

Vegetables in Delhi markets contain toxic metals

Vegetables grown on the 

Yamuna floodplain have been 
found to contain high doses of lead, 
which, on prolonged consumption, 
could trigger a range of diseases, 
including cancer, and damage 
organs, according to a new study 
by the National Environmental 
Engineering Research Institute.

These vegetables are supplied 
to large wholesale mandis such as 
the ones in Azadpur, Ghazipur and 
Okhla and distributed further to 
be sold at weekly markets as well 
as by local vendors across the city, 
with the highest concentration 
being in east Delhi though a 
precise area-wise sales break-up 
is not available.

T h e  h e a v i e s t  l e a d 
contamination was found in 
coriander collected from east 
Delhi’s Geeta Colony. Except for 
cabbage, lead levels were found 
to be above the standard in all 
vegetables collected from vendors, 
with the highest level found in 
spinach (14.1 mg/kg). While the 
safe limit for lead in vegetables 
has been set at 2.5mg/kg by 
the Food Safety and Standards 

Authority of India (FSSAI), the 
level of the metal detected in 
vegetable samples collected from 
the floodplain ranges from 2.8mg/
kg to 13.8mg/kg.

“Samples of at least seven 
types of winter vegetables were 
collected from three different 
locations — Usmanpur, Mayur 
Vihar and Geeta Colony. They 
were tested for lead, mercury, 
nickel and cadmium. The level 
of lead in all the samples was 
found to be higher than Indian 
permissible limits. The level of 
other metals in the vegetables was 
within the limits,” said SK Goyal, 
senior principal scientist and head 

of NEERI, Delhi. The study was 
conducted in February 2019 by 
the NEERI, a research institute 
under the Council of Scientific 
and Industrial Research (CSIR). 
The findings were placed before 
the National Green Tribunal in 
May this year. An NGT-appointed 
committee had asked the NEERI 
to undertake the study following 
a Hindustan Times report on 
February 4. “The source of lead 
could be industries dealing in 
automobile parts, batteries, paint 
and polythene. Various kinds of 
usage of lead-based compounds 
may also be potential sources,” 
said Goyal. Heavy-metal toxicity 

can lower energy levels, damage 
the functioning of the brain, lungs, 
kidneys, and liver. They can also 
damage the blood composition and 
other important organs. Long-term 
exposure to these metals could 
even cause cancer, says the study. 
“Vegetables are regularly tested 
by the IARI (Indian Agricultural 
Research Institute) in Pusa and 
we have grown up eating these 
vegetables. We would consult the 
IARI scientists to find a solution 
to this problem. Vegetables grown 
close to the river (within 100m) 
could be toxic. But we are not sure 
where the lead is coming from,” 
said Dalbir Singh, vice-president 
of the Delhi Peasants Multi-
purpose Society. Even though only 
2% of the Yamuna’s stretch passes 
through Delhi, it receives around 
70% of the Capital’s polluted 
water. In 2015, the NGT had 
banned the cultivation of edible 
crops and fodder on the floodplain 
saying that such vegetables were 
highly contaminated. Despite 
this, the practice continues. “Lead 
poisoning can lead to mental 
retardation in children. This is a 
serious issue and the authorities 
should immediately take action.

Delhi Police’s Yuva scheme 
touching, changing lives

Twenty-year-old Abha 

Dubey never had the privilege 
of using a computer when she 
was in school in Civil Lines.

T w o  y e a r s  a f t e r 
graduating from school, 
she says she has very good 
knowledge of computers. 
She says she is grateful to 
the Delhi Police for helping 
her know about computers. 
“There was a gap in my skill 
set when I graduated from 
school. That gap was filled 
by the training programme 
imparted at a Delhi police 
station. After completion of 
the two-month programme, I 
was the only one in my class 
who had a basic knowledge of 
computers,” said Dubey.

Dubey learnt about the 
course offered by the police 
through an NGO worker who 
used to frequent the slum 
where she once stayed near 
Delhi’s Civil Lines area.

Two years since Delhi 
Police launched its Yuva 
scheme — a project to impart 
job-oriented skills to the 
city’s vulnerable youngsters 
— at least 4,521 persons 
have bagged jobs, ranging 
from that of beauticians to 
computer data operators 
to cell phone technicians 
to front office executives 
Launched in 2017 by Delhi’s 
lieutenant governor (LG) 
Anil Baijal and former home 
minister Rajnath Singh, 

the Yuva scheme aimed to 
wean vulnerable youngsters 
away from crime and train 
them in job-oriented courses. 
Police have since trained 
over 9,000 youngsters of 
which more than 4,500 have 
bagged jobs. The initiative 
was launched under the 
Pradhan Mantri Kaushal 
Vikas Yojna (PMKVY) of 
the Union ministry ofskill 
development by Delhi Police.

O f  t h e  2 0 9  p o l i c e 
stations in Delhi,  in at 

least 22 police stations such 
skill development training 
programmes are held every 
day.

Senior police officers said 
that two years ago, the L-G 
told police that prevention 
of crime begins when one 
prevents teenagers from 
turning to crime. Police were 
then directed to identify 
teenagers, who came from an 
underprivileged background 
or  who were f irst - t ime 
offenders and then impart 
them skills to help them find 
jobs.

Devesh Srivastava, joint 
commissioner of police, who 
is also the nodal officer of 
the programme, said, “We 
select youngsters between 
the age of 17 and 25 years. 
Some of them have started 
receiving salaries ranging 
from ₹12,000 to ₹21,000. We 
have the patronage of the 
lieutenant governor, who has 
been a pillar of support in this 
initiative. The results are 

constantly monitored by the 
police commissioner.”

Under the initiative, 
police identify youngsters 
who are school dropouts, 
juvenile offenders, victims 
of crimes and/or are the 
wards of undertrials. “Many 
of these youngsters have 
grown up in an environment 
where they can be easily lured 
into the world of crime. By 
training job-oriented skills 
to them and helping them 
find employment, we are 
able to wean them away 
from criminal activities,” 
said Srivastava, adding that 
private firms have been 
visiting to offer jobs to those 
passing these courses.

Surya Prakash Chaubey, 
who has been roped in as a 
trainer for this programme, 
said that his team imparts 
training at  four  pol ice 
stations – Jyoti Nagar, New 
Usmanpur, South Rohini and 
Vasant Kunj.

“We trained nearly 400 
youngsters at Jyoti Nagar 
police station last year. 
Almost 90% of them have 
bagged jobs,” said Chaubey. 
Chaubey added that his team 
imparted various skills to 
youngsters like that of data 
entry operators, make-up 
artistes and mobile phone 
technicians. Another trainer, 
Ravi Singh, said that his 
team imparts a three-month 
course in beauty and wellness 
at Anand

“We have two faculties 
imparting eight hours of 
training everyday.  The 
students are divided into 
batches of 20 each,” said 
Singh. The success stories of 
Yuva programme are many.

Two years ago, he had 
dropped out of Class 11 of 
a Delhi government school 
inTimarpur. A police officer 
had then spotted him hanging 
around at his north Delhi 
home with some youngsters, 
who had criminal records.
